I am back from my vacation and my longest business trir, and excent for being 

in Keene, ". H.. for three days this week I shall be at home nights most of the time 

for a month. Ratonts cards I find were mostly on Ericaceae, but only two or three 

of them are of any special importance, and may not affect our ranges any. 

I will soon look over the copy you sent me before you went away, and then for- 

ward it to Dr. Robinson. I had so much writing and other work to do in Jume and July 

that I did not get to it. 

Vacation was good fun, but there was lots of work to be done and so we were 

not as free to enjoy ourselves as we might have been. I was especially pleased to meet 

Mr. John C. Parlin for the first time. He has a thorough kmowledge of Maine plants and 

is a very interesting gentleman. I dod not find much if anything, that was new to my 

in Maine, though I did a little collecting. 

My recent business trip to Burlijigton was as much funas our vacation, and 

decidedly more restful. The Sunerintendents of the State met at the University there, 

and the Summer School was still in session, so there were many pleasant people to inter- 

view, and some festivities that we were invited to share. As we were there a solid 

week I found time to sandwich in a good bit of botanical exploration, some of it in 

Pringle's old territory around Charlotte and Shelburne. Mt. Philo, which I visited in 

May, I climbed again, and explored more thorougi}fy, finding Polygonum Douglasii to 

reward me for my pains. ‘here are many other interesting plants on the "mountain" 

(968 fect). I also drove down to the mouth of the river La Platte, where it empties 

into Shelburne Bay, and here I found a wealth of vegetation. There were Scirpus 

fluviatilis and a tall S. Validus species, S. americanus of course, S. pedicellatus, 

Rumex verticillatus (a very handsome species), Asclepias incarnata, Hlodea, and last but 

not least, Radicula aquatica, a most surprising plant. It starts out like Hottonia,

changes to Proservinaca, and ends un with mstard flowers. I had never realized that 



such a plant existed. 

One day we went across to Plattsburg, ll. Y.3 2 most interesting sail, and 

all 

while there I checked up 92 snecies, #$B$ of them excent two common at Burlington. 

The two rarities were Alyssum incanum and Petasites palmatus in fruit. This last grew Nig he ic Sade as tare 

in a Thuya swano auite near the big summer hotel, and was abundant and vigorous. 

On ledges by the Winooski river in Burlington I was delighted to find a large 

auantity of Solidago racemosa in blossom. It is very distinct, and it was fine to see 

so much of it. It is very different from S. Randii. 

All summer we have been very fortunate in escaping rain when we have been 

driving, and this trip was no exceotion. We drove from Burlington to Peterboro last 

Wednesday, 162 miles, arriving just ahead of a downpour. Next morning we were invited 

to Mr. Charles F. Batchelder's to breakfast, and we had a delightful visit with them 

before we continued our travels homeward. They have a beautiful old place remodelled, 

and 200 acres of land. 

I am glad you are well this summer, and hope you are having a good vacation. 

I hone to get in a day at the herbarium soon.

Located on the south side of Cape Cod, at the begin- 
ning of the ancient Manamet* portage across the isthmus 
near the mouth of Manamet River, now the western end 
of the Cape Cod Canal, at Bourne, Massachusetts, it 
furnished for many years a central trading point between 
the Indians of Long Island Sound, the English at Ply- 
mouth, the Dutch from New York, and the French from 
Canada via the Connecticut River. 

From the correspondence of Governor Bradford, and 
from his history “Of Plimoth Plantation,” it has been found 
that this Trading Post not only played a most vital part 
in the financial struggles of the early settlers, but appears 
to have been what can truthfully be called the Cradle of 
American Commerce. 

In the spring of 1627—301 years ago—the leaders of 
the Plymouth Colony decided that if the debts of the 
plantation were to be liquidated, the trade of the colony 
would have to be placed in the hands of a syndicate which 
would and could control the entire situation, assume all 
debts and pay them off in a much shorter time than if 
each member of the company were to trade on his own ac- 
count. 

They drew up what has, so far, proved to have been the 
first business contract written and signed in America. This 
contract (given verbatim in Governor Bradford’s Letter 
Book), specifically establishing this Trading Post, repre- 
sents the beginning of orderly, well-organized business in 
this country. In view of the present world-wide develop- 
ment of our great industries and the creation on this side

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From an old Dutch map of the New 
World, showing the coast line from 
Maine to the Chesapeake, and in- 
dicating the locations of the earliest 
trading posts established by the 
Colonists. 
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of the Atlantic of the world’s financial center, this little 
trading post at once assumes a unique position as a relic 
which should be preserved. From it, as one of the very 
first of the important outposts in New England—and 
hence in America—has developed the world commerce of 
the nation. It comes near being the zero milestone, if 
not ¢he zero milestone of our commercial progress. 

From a report in the Rijksarchief (National Archives) 
at The Hague, it has been learned that here the Dutch 
West India Company, through its representative, Isaac 
De Rasiere, then Secretary at Fort New Amsterdam, first 
introduced to the New England colonists the use of shell 
money—Wampum—which for years was legal tender in all 
transactions with the Indians—an event of much his- 
torical interest, as it marks a preliminary step in the de- 
velopment of our currency. 

The Bourne Historical Society, which owns the ancient 
site, proposes to erect, on the original foundations, a replica 
of the old building. Twelve acres of land surrounding the 
site, bordering on the Canal which is destined soon to 
become one of the nation’s great inland waterways, have 
been secured. With the grounds opened asa public park, 
the whole will make a fitting memorial to those earliest 
English, Dutch, and French traders who blazed the begin- 
ning of the trail for American business. 

To accomplish this, pay off a small indebtedness still 
due on the cost of the land, and establish an endowment 
fund for upkeep and repair, the sum of fifty thousand 
dollars will be needed. The endowment will be held in 
trust by the State Street Trust Company, Boston, and the 
Bourne Historical Society (incorporated 1921) as Trustees. 

Whether you are a recent comer to America’s shores or 
a descendant of the early pioneers who traded at this little 
trading post in the wilderness, you are benefiting by their 
deeds and are enjoying, directly or indirectly, the fruits 
of their labors. 

We, therefore, hope you will help in this undertaking. 
Your cheque, made payable to the Bourne Historical Society 
and mailed in the enclosed envelope to the State Street 
Trust Company, Boston, Mass., which has very kindly con- 
sented to act as Depositary, will be gratefully acknowledged.

Dear Mr. Deane: 

Mrs. Lyon and I want to thank you for your kind letter of con- 
gratulation. Our little Joan is doing very nicely now, but she was 
sick with pneumonia when a week old, which accounts for the delay in 
sending the card. 

Tim and Betty are very well and have grown so large that you 
would hardly know them. For the past two Summers Tim has gone to a 
boys' camp at Weld, Me., and Betty to a girls’ camp at Center Lovell, 
Me. That is the reason you have not seen us at Shelburn, although 
we did stop two years ago late one afternoon and saw young Mr. Phil- 
brook. We hoped to remain for a few days but every room was taken 

so we hurried on to the Ravine House. 

Tim always has your humming bird picture hanging in his room. 
Many, many times Mrs. Lyon and I have spoken of you and wished 

that we could express to you personally our appreciation of all you 
did to interest us in the Northern woods,and by the time you finish 
this letter I am sure that you will feel that you have two most en- 

thusiastic pupils. 
We returned from Shelburne in 1921 to our new house at 86 Booth 

Avenue, Englewood, N. J. Although our lot is but 75 by 165 feet,the 
first thing to secure was trees. 

We had read the advertisements of Hicks Nurseries, Westbury, 
Long Island, N.Y., who specialize in evergreen trees, so went down to 
Westbury and met young Mr. Hicks. 

At the time white-pine could not be sent into New Jersey on ac- 
count of a quarantine, so I asked Mr. Hicks about red-pine. We had 
admired these trees at Shelburne, especially the specimens on Profess- 
or Emerton's lawn. It seemed that red-pine were hobbies of Mr. Hicks 
and he took me all over his nursery and showed me acres of wonderful 
evergreens. It ended by my ordering seven five-foot red-pine and @ 
few ornamental evergreens. 

When the trees were delivered, I found that Mr. Hicks, because 
of my interest, had sent me seven beautiful red-pine over eight feet 

tall. 
Again, a year ago, the lot to the West of our house was sold and - 

a grove of old apple trees cut down, to make way for a house. I again 
visited Mr. Hicks and he sold me some Jack pine, twenty feet tall that 
with a few hemlock make a wonderful wall of green along the narrow strip 
to the West of ovr house. 

From Hicks Nursery I learned the use of rotted leaves and wood in 
order to make the soil acid for evergreens. I believe however, that 
these play an even more important part in holding moisture in the soil 
during the dry spells we have when we will be without rain for a month 

or more at a time. 

In the last three years we have brought home about three hundred 
bags of rotted wood and leaves from the woods. We live near the Pal- 
isades and there are swamps where the oak leaves collect in the Fall 
and remain under water until the dryest part of Summer when the swamps 
are dry and the leaves well rotted and light to carry.

Well, with these trees from Hicks Nurseries as a background we have 
constructed a wild flower and plant garden extending along one side 
of our house for over fifty feet. Through this runs a little path 
and between the path and the house is a bank in which we have in- 
serted rocks from the woods. 

We have over 200 small evergreen trees and shrubs, many of which 
we have grown from seed and numberless wild flowers. The wild 
flowers seed themselves so quickly that I have trouble keeping them 
thinned out and we are now scattering seeds in the woods where cer- 
tain varieties have been exterminated. Vie are very proud of our 
trailing Arbutus that blooms very well and our Wintergreen plants 
that bear berries. 

The native evergreen trees in our vicinity are now limited to 
white pine, pitch pine, hemlock and red cedar. 4 few laurel bushes 
are left and among the evergreen plants, the Pipsisiwa and spotted 
variety, rattlesnake plantain and one variety of Christmas Vine. 

We have brought home seed and seedlings whe 
as well as specimens from further North. 

Not far from our home we discovered some rocky ledges facing 
West on which we found rock pink, columbine, white saxifrage, pale 
coridallis, ferns and a number of other plants. a few specimens 
have how spread all over our little rocky bank and we collected from 
our plants lots of seed to give away or scatter in the woods. 

During the Winter we plant seed in pots of rotted wood in pans of 
water in our cellar. In this way we have grown wintergreen, laurel, 
arbor vitae and Austrian pine. In the Spring we will set the plants 

out of doors. 

I cannot tell you how much pleasure we and our friends get from 
this wild garden. 

At least once a week Mrs. Lyon and I go for long tramps through 
the woods and we can lead anyone interested to groups of interesting 

trees or plants. 

The greatest enemy of plant life with us is the woods fire that 
usually burns part of the woods Spring and Fall and sometimes all of 
the woods for miles around Englewood. 

Not only do these fires destroy the evergreen plants and trees but 
by destroying the fallen leaves make the ground unfit for their growth 
and germination of their seeds. 

However, in our little wild garden we will be able to keep some var- 
ieties from locsl extinction. 

This has been a long letter but from it you can obtsin some idea of 

what your influence has been in bringing an interesting and healthy 
hobby into an otherwise peaceful family.

Dear Mr. Deane: 

This is a very late answer to your kind letter but Spring 
is just beginning to call the flowers in our wild garden and it seems 
time that I let you know how the flowers and Lyons are getting along. 

Joan, the youngest Lyon, is a healthy baby of a year and a 
half and Betty and Ralph Jr. are very much grown up. 

A large apartment house is being built a half a block from 
our home which makes us feel a bit crowded. To provide a place for 
a future home, should we build again, and meantime as an overflow 
for our wild garden we have purchased about two acres of woods in 
Englewood but near the level of the top of the palisades. The land 
is not only covered with a good growth of trees but has a rocky rise 
at one point and several swampy hollows. This will provide the 
proper environment for everything from rock plants to orchids. 

Our present wild garden is very small, about 10 by 50 feet, 
yet it contains hundreds of plants and small trees. 

Rock plants that once were found in the nearby woods, such 
as rock pink, columbine, saxifrage and pale corydalis have reproduced 
in great numbers. 

We also have hepatica, dutchman’s breeches and blood-root, 
flowers that were once common but are now rare. 

Last year our trailing arbutus blossomed profusely and we 
had thirteen moccasin flowers, five on one pant. 

The only orchids which we have found anywhere near Englewood 
are the rattlesnake-plantain and the large twayblade. However we 
have a few specimens from more distant points ranging from ladies- 
tresses to giant purple orchids. Just how well these will grow 
remains to be seen. 

I save part of the seed crop from each variety and distribute 
these among friends so that in time this wild garden of ours, that 
you inspired, will have a number of others to its credit. 

As far as we know, we are the only people in our town who 
have succeeded with arbutus and moccasin flowers. The only secret 
is plenty of rotted wood and leaves from the woods and water in dry 
weather. In fact, my evergreens now shed such a quantity of needles 
that little more is required except to keep the plants from over- 
crowding. 

In order to keep Joan on the beach this Summer we have taken 
a cottage at Quogue, Long Island, While we shall miss the moun- 
tains we have never tramped the Long Island woods and expect to find 
much of interest. Although low and sandy, the ocean winds seem to 
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Ze 

favor a growth of flowers and plants such as are usually found in 
the mountains. 

However, Mrs. Lyon and I may have a chance to run up to Maine 
and we certainly hope to be able to drop in at Philbrook Farm,

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State Forests in Massachusetts 
150,000 Acres Needed to 

Complete Program 

Twelve years ago the Massachusetts Forestry Association presented to 

the General Court the first bill for State Forests. The appropriation granted 

was $90,000 to be spent in the purchase of land for five years. The State 

Forest Commission acquired with that money and by gifts 13,397 acres. 

Since 1920 these forests have been enlarged to 19,762 acres, much of which 

has been planted and the total cost for land, planting, fire lines, roads, other 

improvements and maintenance is $284,000 and the income during this time 

has been $25,000 in round numbers. The bulk of these lands were idle desolate 

areas which are now growing a crop of timber. 
The Mount Grace State Forest of 1,066 acres was acquired under 

special legislation, The total cost of land, planting, other improvements and 

maintenance has been $56,000 and the receipts have been $1,520. 

New State Forest Act of 1920 

Through the use of the Initiative for the first time in the history of the 

Commonwealth, in 1920 the Association petitioned the General Court to buy 

and reforest 250,000 acres in ten years. Over 31,000 signatures of registered 

voters from all but 11 of the 355 cities and towns in the commonwealth were 
attached to the petition. On condition that the Referendum would not be 

exercised, the General Court authorized an appropriation of $3,000,000 to 

purchase and develop 100,000 acres in 15 years. Under that act 82,397 acres 

have been acquired and options have been taken on sufficient areas to 

complete the 100,000 acres, The cost of the land has averaged $4.61 per acre. 

Appraisal by U. S. Forest Service 

The Association naturally felt a responsibility to the public in connection 

with this work and while it had followed closely the purchase and develop- 
ment of the State Forests by the Department of Conservation, and was 

satisfied that the Commonwealth had received fair value for its money, it 

believed that public confidence would be sustained and strengthened if a 

competent and unbiased authority were to make an appraisal of the lands 

acquired. Consequently, with the concurrence of the Department of Con- 

servation, the United States Forest Service was requested by the Association 

to examine and appraise these lands. The men assigned to this work had

appraised hundreds of thousands of acres for the government in the purchase 

of lands for national forests under the Weeks Law. Their report was based 

entirely on the value of the lands for timber production. It states that, ‘‘No 

attempt was made in our appraisal to take into account the real estate value 

of these lands, their speculative or scenic value.” Only 76,898 of the 82,397 

acres were examined because some of the small areas were so widely separated 

that the cost in time and money to visit them did not seem justified. How- 

ever, over 93 per cent of the land was examined and the following is a 

comparison of the values found with the actual cost to the Commonwealth. 

Basis 76,898 acres. 

U.S. FOREST SERVICE TOTAL COST TO COMMON- 
APPRAISAL WEALTH 

Land value and Land cost, improvements 

Improvements $660,000 and maintenance $575,428 

Average per acre 8.58 Average per acre 7 AZ 

Difference $1.11 per acre. 

When we consider that most of the land bought by the Federal govern- 
ment for National Forests in New Hampshire and the Southern States is 

rough mountain land, much of it far removed from markets and that these 

appraisers adopted “as our yard stick or criterion the prices paid for lands 

by the Federal government in its purchases for National Forests,’ we must 

conclude that our state forests, most of which are not far from lumber 

markets have been obtained at reasonable prices. Furthermore some of these 

lands like the Mohawk Trail and the Bash Bish State Forests have a scenic 

value far above their timber producing value, and cost proportionally more. 

In view of these facts the Association believes that the State Forest 

moyement has fully justified itself. The State should acquire 150,000 acres 

more as State Forests because there is fully that much land now lying idle in 

small towns which will not be reclaimed by other agencies. And since less 

than one-third of the money authorized by the Act of 1920 has been used, 
in the purchase and partial development of over 82,000 acres, we estimate 

that 150,000 acres more may be acquired without further authorization of 

appropriations. In order to round out the present purchase areas and make 

the present forests economic administrative units, it will be necessary to 
acquire intervening and adjoining lands: 

The Association has therefore presented to the General Court a bill to 

amend the State Forest Act of 1920, by striking out the words, “one hundred 

thousand acres,” and substituting in place thereof the words “two hundred 
and fifty thousand acres.”

WHY MASSACHUSETTS NEEDS MORE STATE FORESTS. 

1, Idle land fit only for timber growing is an economic outlaw. Like a sneak 
thief it appears in the community while the people are asleep to the economic 
consequences which accompany it. It takes from the public till tax money collected 
from other forms of property and gives nothing in return. It demands money for 
protection against fire, insects and fungi, not because of its own value but because 
it harbors menaces to other property. It is a highwayman of the first order be- 
cause its existence forces the public to spend millions of dollars to build roads over 
and around it toward which expense it contributes nothing. One-fifth of the 
land in Massachusetts is in the outlaw class. 

2, Most of this land is located in towns that have been going steadily back- 
ward and no agency other than the State can reclaim it. Forty per cent of our 
towns have fewer people than they had 50 years ago. 

3. Over 80 per cent of our lumber is imported and hundreds of millions of 
feet are brought from the Pacific Coast annually. The freight alone on this 
lumber costs more per thousand feet than it would cost to grow good timber 
here at home on our now idle land. How long would a manufacturing corporation 
exist that allowed one-third of its plant to stand idle, while it bought its product 
at twice the cost of manufacture in its own plant? One-third of our forest land, 
about 1,000,000 acres, is idle and yet we continue to pay other people millions of 
dollars for our lumber. 

4. The cost of lumber is one of the chief causes of high rents im Massachusetts. 
It alone has added about 25 per cent to the cost of building dwellings, in the past 
12 years, and unlike the cost of other materials, there is no hope of relief until 
we grow more timber at home for our local needs. 

5. The abandoned farm and the abandoned mill site, all too common in Massa- 
chusetts, are found in the same localities. State forests will in time furnish em- 
ployment to thousands of men, especially to farmers, and they will produce the 
raw materials to re-establish small wood-using industries in the outlying towns. 

6. State Forests encourage towns and individuals to practice forestry. Since 
the State Forest Act was passed in 1920 over 60 municipalities have established 
forests averaging about 100 acres. They have appropriated about $1000 each, on 
the average, and together they have planted 1,000,000 trees. Hundreds of acres 
are planted each year by individuals. THE PEOPLE WANT MORE FORESTS. 

7. But how about the taxes? This program calls for less than a half of one 
per cent of the State Budget, and the industries in the State dependent on wood 
pay well over two per cent of the taxes, employ over 50,000 people and represent 
an investment of over $50,000,000. Surely we should do something to sustain and 
perpetuate these industries. England’s tax burden makes ours appear as a trifle, 
yet she is spending millions of pounds for reforestation. 

8. The State Forest is not an expenditure, it is an investment. It is an in- 
vestment with every precedent a success. European nations, our Federal goy- 
ernment, most of the States, and many municipalities are acquiring land for timber 
production. We must have timber whether or not the production of it shows a 
profit, and since the individual is not producing timber on sufficient scale to meet 
our needs, the public must do so. 

9. The purchases already made have justified the public confidence in this 
work, We are not launching on an indefinite program because the land that 
can be economically purchased for State Forests is definitely limited. With 
a purchasing organization of experienced men in the Department of Conser- 
vation it would be poor economy to stop the work now, only to have to rebuild 
the organization to complete the task sometime in the future. Why not finish the 
job while we are at it? 

10. The foregoing are only a few reasons why Massachusetts should extend 
its State Forests, We have not mentioned recreation, water protection for domestic 
use and for power, bird and game refuges, enhancement of local real estate values, 
preservation of beautiful areas or educational facilities, Viewed from any angle 
the forest bears a close relation to human existence and happiness, 

Let us have more State Forests.

Look On This Picture. —

the rapids above the Falls, a suc- 
cession of shallower, wide falls that 
from the river level gave one the 
impression of a broud, ascendine 
stairway, carpeted in tumbling ureer 
and white waters. To the left. tan 
the Gorge, with, its swirling green 
eddies, that one knew a little further
